A California jury that unanimously awarded a mother $9 million in damages for 
her 11-year old son’s fatal asthma attack at school found the school district guilty 
of negligence for failing to inform parents of an unwritten school policy that would 
have allowed the child to carry an inhaler.

In 1996, a court found the school's principal, guidance counselor, and the 
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In 1996, a court found the school's principal, guidance counselor, and the 
Orleans Parish school board negligent in the death of an 18-year old New 
Orleans schoolgirl, according to a report in the May 29, 1996, issue of Education 
Week. Catrina Lewis died when a call to 911 was delayed because of efforts by 
the school counselor to contact her mother, as directed by the principal. Lewis 
alerted a school security guard when her inhaler was ineffectual in controlling her 
asthma attack.   The judge found the school principal and counselor negligent in 
providing emergency medical response, and required the school’s insurance to 
pay the family $1.4 million in damages.  The judge found the school board 
negligent for failing to provide adequate training for school administrators and 
fined them $200,000.

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The EPA Describes the Known Impact of IAQ in Classrooms

• Cleaner Air reduces the number one cause of missed school days by 
lowering the stress on the respiratory system.

• Cleaner Air, on test day only, can actually improve test scores 3 to 6%

• A 1999 Study of over 33,000 schools showed students in school 
classrooms in poor condition scored 11% lower on standardized tests 
than students in classrooms in good condition – 43% of classrooms had 
at least one unsatisfactory environmental condition. 
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• In Cleaner Air people make fewer mental, typing and math mistakes

• In Cleaner Air Students and teachers feel better – fewer headaches, ear 
infections and sore throats – fewer distractions from coughing

• The long-term impact of poor IAQ appears to reduce a person’s ability to 
perform specific mental tasks requiring concentration, calculation and 
memory.  These really impact learning functions in children.

• Study over 8 years from age 10 to 18, proved that breathing 
particulates and polluted air had a chronic adverse effect on lung 
development during the most critical years of lung development.

• Children breathing the worst air, were 4.9 times as likely to have 
lung deficiencies as those breathing the cleanest air in the study.
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• These chronic adverse deficit effects were permanent and would 
impact the health of the person, and their cardio-respiratory 
medical problems throughout their entire life.

• Children spend 90% of their time indoors, and most spend 7 
hours each weekday in a school classroom.

• From Pre-K to the high school graduation, children spend 19,600 
hours in school or about 17,000 hours in classrooms.
